Summary: In recent years, a particular interest has been developed by
Byzantinists and Medievalists in war ideology and the legitimation of war (the
legal framework for the proclamation and conduct of a war considered as a just
war), the behavior of states and their army during its course, its impact on the
population and the economy. Its antipode, peace, has been also — and still is -
subject of research. But since war is the means of achieving peace and of healing
the evil it constitutes (according to the theory of Ambrose and Augustine
embraced by the Eastern Roman Empire) war and peace should be studied
together, so that through the study of the war the Byzantine views and tactics for
peace can also be detected.



Therefore, the aim of the seminar is to investigate: a) the Byzantine perceptions
of war and peace; b) the ways in which they sought to avoid the armed conflict
and to maintain peace and, on the other hand, those with whom they sought
victory; (c) the reality of the war: the ways of conducting it, the behauvior of
soldiers and leaders, the demographic and economic implications.
