Introduction

Provisions applicable to the classification of Infectious Substances were extensively
revised and then published in the 13" and 14" revised editions of the UN
Recommendation on the Transport of Dangerous Goods (Model Regulations). The
revised provisions were developed in coordination with experts from the World Health
Organization (WHQ) and other technical experts in the field of transport, packaging and
health.

The purpose of this document is to provide guidance for complying with provisions

applicable to the transport by air of infectious substances as set out in the DGR

Definitions

Infectious substances are substances which are known to contain, or are
reasonably expected to contain, pathogens. Pathogens are defined as micro-
organisms (including bactera, viruses, rickettsiae, parasites, fungi) and other
agents such as prions, which can cause disease in humans or animals.

Cultures are the result of a process by which pathogens are intentionally
propagated. This definition does not include human or animal patient specimens.

Fatient specimens are those collected directly frem humans or animals,
including, but not limited to, excreta, secreta, blood and its components, tissue
and tissue fluid swabs, and body parts being transported for purposes such as
research, diagnosis, investigational activities, disease treatment and prevention.

Medical or clinical wasfes are wastes denved from the medical treatment of
animals or humans or from bio-research.

3.6.21.2 Biological products are those products
derived from living organisms which are manufactured
and distributed in accordance with the requirements of
appropriate national authorities, which may have special
licensing requirements, and are used either for preven-
tion, treatment, or diagnosis of disease in humans or
animals, or for development, experimental or invest-
gational purposes related thersto. They include, but are
not limited fo, finished or unfinished products such as
Vaccines.
