Abstract

The collaboration between specialists and family plays an important role in evaluation and intervention
of children with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND). The purpose of this research is to
investigate the views of specialists regarding the interaction with families with a child with SEND. This
paper constitutes a systematic literature review of 14 articles, which have been published in
international scientific journals from 2015 to 2022. The data analysis was mixed, combining qualitative
and quantitative methods. Literature review indicates that research work focuses on the relationship
between specialist and parent or examines the effects of family involvement on the specialist's
intervention. It is also examined the degree of parents' involvement in therapeutic process, as well as
the factors that positively or negatively affect the collaboration with the specialist. However,
professionals face some difficulties in implementing practices that focus on family with a member with
SEND. In conclusion, the cooperation between family and specialist contributes to an effective
intervention and treatment of the child with SEND.
