· Showing an awareness of all the material available for language professionals regarding language teaching and learning in Europe. 

· Showing an overall understanding of issues related to the importance of EU multilingualism

Part 1 contains 10 items which are fill-in. Each is rated on a scale of 0-4 (for a total of 40 pts). Here are sample items of this sort:

2) What is the European Language Portfolio and in what ways can it be more useful than formal testing?
3) On the basis of the results of the European Survey of Language Competence, which are the main characteristics of foreign language teaching in Greece  

Part 3 contains an issue which you must take a negative or positive position and justify it (about 200-250 words). Your response is rated on a scale of 0-40 (for total of 40 pts). Here are sample questions:

2) Why is it important to have a European plan for language teacher education?
3) Why is it important for Greece to comply with the European recommendations to support multilingualism in Europe? 
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
