when the prior mark is reproduced as such 

in the latter without any modifications or 

addition, or when the differences are so 

insignificant that they may go unnoticed



European Court of Justice

Vedial v. OHIM, C-106/03

No likelihood of confusion

The respective marks are not similar from 
an oral and visual perspective
