By about 5500 BC, small tribes living in the Nile valley had developed into a series of inter-related cultures as far south as Sudan, demonstrating firm control of agriculture and animal husbandry, and identifiable by their pottery and personal items, such as combs, bracelets, and beads. The largest of these early cultures in upper Southern Egypt was the Badari, which probably originated in the Western Desert; it was known for its high quality ceramics, stone tools, and use of copper.[64] The oldest known domesticated bovine in Africa are from Fayum dating to around 4400 BC.[65] The Badari cultures was followed by the Naqada culture, which brought a number of technological improvements.[66] As early as the first Naqada Period, Amratia, Egyptians imported obsidian from Ethiopia, used to shape blades and other objects from flakes.[67] By 3300 BC, just before the first Egyptian dynasty, Egypt was divided into two kingdoms, known as Upper Egypt to the south, and Lower Egypt to the north.[68]

Maize (αραβόσιτος corn ), is believed to have been first domesticated in southern Mexico about 7000 BC.[161][162] The Coxcatlan caves in the Valley of Tehuacán provide evidence for agriculture in components dated between 5000 and 3400 BC.[163] Similarly, sites such as Sipacate in Guatemala provide maize pollen samples dating to 3500 BC.[164] Around 1900 BC, the Mokaya domesticated one of the dozen species of cacao.[165][166] A Mokaya archaeological site provides evidence of cacao beverages dating to this time.[167] The Mokaya are also thought to have been among the first cultures in Mesoamerica to develop a hierarchical society. What would become the Olmec civilization had its roots in early farming cultures of Tabasco, which began around 5100 to 4600 BC.[168]

	REMARK. What’s the difference between corn and maize? Not much! Corn and maize are both terms that reference the same cereal grain. Corn is primarily used in the North American english vernacular, whereas maize is used in the British english vernacular.

	REMARK. STAPLE, basic food, 
Rice, corn (maize), and wheat make up two-thirds of this. Other food staples include millet and sorghum; tubers such as potatoes, cassava, yams, and taro; and animal products such as meat, fish, and dairy. Food staples traditionally depend on what plants are native to a region.

The staple food of ancient Andean coastal civilizations was a combination of cultivated crops and rich marine resources, which supported the development of complex societies (like the Moche, Nazca, and Chavin) through a "vertical archipelago" system that allowed them to trade for inland products
. While inland cultures relied heavily on potatoes and quinoa, coastal inhabitants depended on a different mix of staples. 
	Primary Plant Staples
    Maize (Corn): Considered a cornerstone of the diet, particularly in later periods (around 500 BCE) and for ceremonial use.
    Sweet Potato (Camote): A major staple cultivated and consumed for thousands of years on the coast.
    Beans: Including Lima beans (named after the city) and Jack beans, which provided essential protein.
    Squash (ΚΟΛΟΚΥΘΙΑ): Cucurbita squash was a staple food consumed for over 10,000 years.
    Yuca (Cassava): A vital starchy root crop.

	Primary Coastal Protein Sources
    Seafood: Fish (anchovies, bonito, mackerel), crustaceans, mollusks, and seaweed were primary sources of protein, often dried for storage.

	Interaction with Inland Cultures
Coastal civilizations traded their dried fish and agricultural products (cotton, peppers) with high-altitude Andean cultures for foods such as:

    Camelid Meat: Llama and alpaca, often in the form of charqui (dried meat/jerky)

In Veracruz, he met some of the tributaries of the Aztecs and asked them to arrange a meeting with Moctezuma II, the tlatoani (ruler) of the Aztec Empire.[18] Moctezuma repeatedly turned down the meeting, but Cortés was determined. Drawing on archaeology, geology and anthropology, modern scholars do not see the origins of the Chinese civilization or history as a linear story but rather the history of the interactions of different and distinct cultures and ethnic groups that influenced each other's development.[116] The specific cultural regions that developed Chinese civilization were the Yellow River civilization, the Yangtze (ποταμος) civilization, and Liao (ποταμος) civilization. Early evidence for Chinese millet (ΚΕΧΡΙ), agriculture is dated to around 7000 BC,[117] with the earliest evidence of cultivated rice found at Chengtoushan near the Yangtze River, dated to 6500 BC. Chengtoushan may also be the site of the first walled city in China.[118]
		The primary staple foods of Chinese civilization are

Why did Australian Aboriginals not develop/adopt agriculture?
At least apart from regular burning. There was sporadic contact with Melanesia (ΜΑΥΡΑ ΝΗΣΙΑ),  people who did have agriculture and the northern part of Australia is compatible with this kind of agriculture. Most explanations that I can find are based on the fact that the Aboriginal way of hunting and gathering with low population densities provided a more stable food source, leading to less famine. Although this is undoubtedly true, it does not provide an explanation. Farming people are on average less healthy than hunter-gatherers, but they can achieve higher population densities and are - as such - able to push hunter gatherers out.
