The Mesopotamian civilization is perhaps a bit older than the Egyptian, having developed  in the Tigris and Euphrates River valley beginning sometime in the fifth millennium bce.  Many different governments ruled this region over the centuries. 

Initially, there were many  small city-states, but then the area was unified under a dynasty from Akkad, which lasted  from approximately 2350 to 2150 bce. Shortly thereafter, the Third Dynasty of Ur rapidly  expanded until it controlled most of southern Mesopotamia. This dynasty produced a very  centralized bureaucratic state. In particular, it created a large system of scribal schools to train  members of the bureaucracy. Although the Ur Dynasty collapsed around 2000 bce, the small  city-states that succeeded it still demanded numerate scribes.

Bas-relief. Relief sculpture—sculpture that projects in varying degrees from a two-dimensional background—has a distinguished history dating back over 20,000 years in Eastern and Western cultures. Alto-relievo (high relief) approaches three dimensions while bas-relief (low relief) at times is more akin to two-dimensional drawing.
The term relief is from the Latin verb relevare, to raise (lit. to lift back). To create a sculpture in relief is to give the impression that the sculpted material has been raised above the background plane.

The 11 profiles in the eastern half of the chamber face left and the 11 in the western half face right, so that all look towards the full-face relief of Moses in the center of the north wall.

The subjects of the reliefs were chosen by scholars from the University of Pennsylvania and the Columbia Historical Society of Washington, D.C., in consultation with authoritative staff members of the Library of Congress. The selection was approved by a special committee of five Members of the House of Representatives and the Architect of the Capitol.

The plaster models for these reliefs are on display on the walls in the Rayburn House Office Building subway terminal.

The Code of Hammurabi is a well-preserved Babylonian code of law of ancient Mesopotamia, dated back to about 1754 BCE (Middle Chronology). It is one of the oldest deciphered writings of significant length in the world. The sixth Babylonian king, Hammurabi, enacted the code. A partial copy exists on a 2.25 metre (7.5 ft) stone stele. It consists of 282 laws, with scaled punishments, adjusting "an eye for an eye, a tooth for a tooth" (lex talionis)[1] (talionis, retaliation ), as graded depending on social status, of slave versus free, man or woman.[2]

Hammurabi is best known for having issued the Code of Hammurabi, which he claimed to have received from Shamash, the Babylonian god of justice. Unlike earlier Sumerian law codes, such as the Code of Ur-Nammu, which had focused on compensating the victim of the crime, (είναι δικαιοτερο ?) the Law of Hammurabi was one of the first law codes to place greater emphasis on the physical punishment of the perpetrator. It prescribed specific penalties for each crime and is among the first codes to establish the presumption of innocence. They were intended to limit what a wronged person was permitted to do in retribution. The Code of Hammurabi and the Law of Moses in the Torah contain numerous similarities.

In 1792 B.CE., a young Amorite chieftain named Hammu-
rabi| (hah-muh-RAH-bee) became the ruler of Babylon, an
insignificant city in central Mesopotamia. By this time,
Babylon was precariously wedged among a number of pow-
erful Amorite kingdoms. Its site on the Tigris and Euphra-
tes had great potential; but it was also dangerous, because
it lay in the path of mighty antagonists.

Hammurabi turned this situation to advantage. Indeed,
he may have been the first ruler in history to understand
that power need not be based on force. He recognized that
military intelligence, diplomacy, and strategic planning
might accomplish what his small army could not. A rich
archive of tablets found at the city of Mari (which eventu-
ally fell under his rule) testifies to his talents and clever-
ness, for Hammurabi used writing itself as a weapon. He
did not try to confront his mightier neighbors dlrecll}F
Rather, through letters and embassies, double-dealing an
cunning, he induced his stronger counterparts to fight each
other. While other Amorite kings exhausted their resources
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in costly wars, Hammurabi fanned their mutual hatred and
skillfully portrayed himself as a friend and ally to all sides.
Meanwhile, he quietly strengthened his kingdom, built up
his army, and, when the time was right, fell on his depleted
neighbors. By such policies, he transformed his small state
into what historians call the Old Babylonian Empire.
Under Hammurabi’s rule, Mesopotamia achieved an
unprecedented degree of political integration. Ultimately,
his empire stretched from the Persian Gulf into Assyria.
The southern half of the region, formerly Sumer and Akkad,
would henceforth be known as Babylonia. To help unify
these territories, Hammurabi introduced another innova-
tion, promoting the worship of the little-known patron god
of Babylon, Marduk, and malking him the ruler-god of his
entire empire. Although he also paid homage to the ancient
gods of Sumer and Akkad, Hammurabi made it clear that

The idea that political power derives from divine
approval was nothing new, but Hammurabi’s genius was to
use Marduk’s supremacy over all other gods to legitimate
his own claim to rule, in Marduk’s name, because he was

King of Mardules horme city. Hammirab thiss became the
first-known ruler to launch wars of aggression justified in-
the name of his primary god. This set a precedent for colo-

nial expansion that would become a characteristic feature
of Near Eastern politics, as we will see in Chapter 2—and
that lies behind nearly all imperial ventures down to the
present day.
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Yet Hammurabi did not rely solely on religion to bind
his empire together. Building on the precedents of past rul-
ers, he also issued a collection of laws, copies of which were
inscribed on stone and set up in public places throughout
his realm. The example that survives is an eight-foot-tall
stele (STEH-leh) made of gleaming black basalt, erected
in the central marketplace of Babylon. The upper portion
shows Hammurabi
justice. The phallic form on which the laws were inscribed
would have been immediately recognizable as a potent
symbol of Hammurabi’s authority, obvious even to those
who could not read the laws themselves. (It still makes a
strong impression on visitors to the Louvre museum in
Paris))

It is impossible to overemphasize the importance of
Hammurabi’s decision to become a lawgiver. By collecting
and codifying legal precedents, like those of Shulgi, Ham-
murabi declared himself to be (as he stated in the code’s
preamble)
not a lugal ruling through fear and caprice. This was setting
a new standard of kingship, and expressing a new vision of
empire as a union of peoples subject to the same laws.
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
