SUMMARY ~ The aim of this study was 1o determine the effect of home care provided for stroke
patients and cducation of carcgivers on the caregiver burden and quality of lifc. The study was con
ducted by using 3 true experimental method with pre-test and post-test control group. The study in
cluded 43 experimental and 43 control patients and theie caregivers. The Patient and Caregiver De-
scription Form, Patient Problem Identifying Form, Caregiving Burden Scale and SF-36 Quality of
Life Scale were used to collect data in the study. Nursing care was provided to the experimental group
patients according to the model of daily living activitics, while their caregivers received training and
consultancy. In the contrl group, there was no such intervention. Percentage distribution, £, indepen-
dent sample t-test, paired t-test, Mann-Whitney U test, and Wilcowon signed-rank tests were used on
statistical analyses. There was o significant difference in pre-test score means between experimental
and control group caregivers. Howeser, a statisically significant difference was found in all sb-di
mensions of the quality of life scale between pre-test and post-test score means in the experimental
group caregrvers. Thas study resalts indicated that home care provided for stroke patients and educa-
thon of carcgivers decreased the caregrver burden and icreased thear quabty of life
