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Preface to the Series

The aim of this commentary is to make Plato’s Apology as accessible as possible to
intermediate-level Greek readers so that they may experience the joy, insight, and
lasting influence that comes from reading some of the greatest works in classical
antiquity in the original Greek.

Each page of the commentary includes 9-10 lines of Greek, exactly one-third of
a page from John Burnet’s 1905 Oxford Classical Text, with all corresponding
vocabulary and grammar notes arranged below. The vocabulary includes all words
occurring nine times or fewer, organized alphabetically, while the grammatical
notes are arranged according to line numbers. The advantage of this format is that it
allows me to include as much information as possible on a single page and yet
ensure that the commentary entries are distinct and readily accessible to readers.

To complement the vocabulary within the commentary, I have added a running
list of words occurring 10 or more times in the preface and an alphabetized list of
the same words in the glossary. Together, this book has been designed so that, once
readers have mastered the core list, they will be able to rely solely on the Greek text
and commentary and not need to turn a page or consult dictionaries as they read.

The grammatical notes are designed to help beginning readers read the text, and
so I have passed over detailed literary and philosophical explanations in favor of
short and concise entries that focus exclusively on grammar and morphology. The
notes are intended to complement, not replace, an advanced-level commentary, and
so I recommend that readers consult an advanced-level commentary after each
reading from this book. Assuming that readers finish elementary Greek with varying
levels of ability, I draw attention to subjunctive and optative constructions, identify
unusual aorist and perfect forms, and in general explain aspects of the Greek that
they should have encountered in first year study but perhaps forgotten. As a rule, 1
prefer to offer too much assistance rather than too little.

One of the virtues of this commentary is that it eliminates time-consuming
dictionary work. While there are many occasions where a dictionary is absolutely

necessary for developing a nuanced reading of the Greek, in most instances any

advantage that may come from looking up a word and exploring alternative
meanings is outweighed by the time and effort spent in the process. Many continue
to defend this practice, but I am convinced that such work has little pedagogical
value for intermediate and advanced students and that the time saved by avoiding
such drudgery can be better spent reading more Greek, reviewing morphology,
memorizing vocabulary, mastering principal parts of verbs, and reading advanced-
level commentaries and secondary literature.

As an alternative to dictionary work, this commentary offers two approaches to
building knowledge of vocabulary. First, I isolate the words that occur 10 or more
times and the principal parts for 32 verbs for immediate drilling and memorization.
Second, I include the number of occurrences of each Greek word at the end of each
definition entry. I encourage readers who have mastered the core vocabulary list and
principal parts to single out, drill and memorize moderately common words (e.g. 6-
9 times) as they encounter them in the reading and devote comparatively little
attention to words that occur once or twice. Altogether, I am confident that readers
who follow this regimen will learn the vocabulary more efficiently and develop

fluency more quickly than with traditional methods.

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How to Use this Commentary

Research shows that, as we learn how to read in a second language, a combination
of reading and direct instruction is statistically superior to reading alone. One of the
purposes of this book is to encourage active acquisition of vocabulary and grammar.

1. Master the core words occurring 10 or more times before each reading.

Since most of these core words in the Apology are accessible to beginning readers,
this task should be easy. As time and interest allows, single out and memorize
words that occur 6 to 9 times as they appear in the corresponding vocabulary lists.

2. Review principal parts and Daily Review Boxes before each reading.

Develop a daily regimen for the systematic review of the principal parts of 32 core
verbs and relevant grammar topics on pages 8-15. This review is designed to be
completed during the first half of the Apology, so that you can devote time to
philosophical, literary, or additional grammatical topics at your own discretion in
the second half. The frequency of these forms in the Apology is marked prominently
as a superscript to encourage you to master these forms as soon as possible.

3. Read actively and make lots of educated guesses

One of the benefits of traditional dictionary work is that it gives readers an interval
between the time they encounter a questionable word or form and the time they find
the dictionary entry. That span of time often compels readers to make educated
guesses and actively seek out understanding of the Greek.

Despite the benefits of corresponding vocabulary lists there is a risk that without
that interval of time you will become complacent in your reading habits and treat
the Greek as a puzzle to be decoded rather than a language to be learned. Your
challenge, therefore, is to develop the habit of making an educated guess under
your breath each time before you consult the commentary. If you guess correctly,
you will reaffirm your understanding of the Greek. If incorrectly, you will become
aware of your weaknesses and more capable of correcting them.

4. Take notes as you read on the ancillary translation sheets.
5. Reread the passage immediately after you have finished

Repeated readings not only help you commit Greek to memory but also promote
your ability to read the Greek as Greek. You learned to read in your first language
through repeated readings of the same books. Greek is no different. Develop a habit
of reviewing with the Greek-only pages to ensure that you have mastered the Greek.

6. Reread the most recent passage immediately before you begin a new one.

This additional repetition will strengthen your ability to recognize vocabulary,
forms, and syntax quickly, bolster your confidence, and most importantly provide
you with much-needed context as you begin the next selection in the text.

7. Consult an advanced-level commentary for a more nuanced interpretation

After your initial reading and as time permits, consult another commentary. Your
initial reading will allow you to better understand the advanced commentary, which
in turn will offer a more insightful literary analysis than is possible in this volume.

Brickhouse, Thomas C. and Smith, Nicholas D. (1989) Socrates On Trial.

Contrary to what the authors view as the pervailing modern interpretation—
namely that the Apology is Plato’s own defense of the philosophical life—the
authors argue that the Apology is an earnest attempt by the historical Socrates to
defend himself against his accusers and win acquital. On this view, Plato, who
witnessed the trial, intended the speech to be an historically accurate document. The
opinions in the speech are those of the historical Socrates, and the Apology, on this
view, can be used to help readers of other dialogues distinguish the opinions of the
historical Socrates from those of Plato’s fictional Socrates, who over time became a
mouthpiece for Plato’s own views.

This commentary is written for a lay audience and is essential reading for Greek
or non-Greek readers who want a clear and thorough examination of the 4Apology.
Even if readers choose not to adopt the authors’ interpretation, they will carry away
a nuanced understanding of the speech and be better prepared to address the ever-
increasing secondary literature on the Apology, Socrates, and Plato.

This article is highly recommended for any reader who wants an
historical overview of the legal proceedings as well as a brief introduction to the
dialogues that Plato chose to set dramatically before or after the Apology.

This compilation of thirty articles from leading scholars examines the sources of
our knowledge of Socrates and his reception from Plato, through Hellenistic
philosophy, and to the Modern period. These 10-15 page articles, each with it’s own
bibliography, are an excellent way to explore topics beyond the Apology.

Stephanus Page Numbers

The universal method for referring to pages in any of Plato’s dialogues is through
Stephanus page numbers. This paging system was developed by Henri Estienne
(Lat., Stephanus), who published a multi-volume edition of Plato’s dialogues in
1578. Stephanus divided each page in his edition into roughly equal sections, which
he labeled with the letters a, b, ¢, d, and e. This system allowed his readers to locate a
particular passage not only by the page number but by the section letter as well (e.g.
17a, 17b, 17¢c, 17d, 17e, 18a...). Many modern editions, including the Greek text in
this volume, have adopted this system and gone one step further by dividing the
sections into individual lines (e.g. 17al, 17a2, 17a3...). This paging system offers
the same advantages as chapters and verses in the Hebrew Bible or Christian New
Testament. Since most editions of Plato include the Stephanus page numbers in the
margins of the text, a reader can pick up any volume of Plato—in Greek or in
translation—and easily locate a particular passage in the dialogue.

Because Stephanus placed the Apology on pages 17-42 in his first volume of Plato,
the Apology begins on Stephanus page 17al and ends on page 42a5. In this
commentary all of the grammatical notes are arranged and labeled according to this
paging system. Since most of the entries on a given page of commentary have the
same Stephanus page number, I identify the page number and section letter only
once and labeled all subsequent grammatical note entries by the line number (e.g.
17a,2,3...b1,2,3,4...).

In the presence of two witnesses, 6 Sicokeov, ‘the plaintiff,”, made his accusation before &
pevywv, ‘the defendant,” and summoned him to appear before the appropriate official.
Meletus’ case was not a 8ikn, ‘private suit,” but ypagn, ‘public indictment’ on the charge of
&oePela, ‘impiety,” and the official who oversaw such cases was the Apxcov BaciheUs,
Archon Basileus, who held office in the Ztéa BaoiAeios, ‘Royal Stoa,” in the agora.

When both men appeared at the stoa, the archon determined whether the nature of the
accussation was appropriate for his particular court. If so, the archon posted a copy of the

accusation in a public place and set a time for both parties to appear before the archon for an
avdékpiois, ‘preliminary investigation.”

Prolepsis'!

Prolepsis, “anticipation,” is a common rhetorical term that refers to very specific aspects of
Plato’s style: (1) the positioning of a relative clause before its antecedent and, far more
frequently, (2) the positioning of the subject of a subordinate clause before the subordinate
clause itself. Consider the following examples:

Note that yd&p answers yes/no questions but not ‘why?’questions. This is one reason
that we say yd&p is causal AND confirmatory.

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Dyer and Seymour’s The Athenian Court!

48. Six thousand Athenian citizens were entrusted with the judicial power. Choice
was made by lot, every year, of six hundred men from each of the ten tribes (puAat),
and any citizen more than thirty years of age was eligible. Every one thus chosen was
liable, after taking a prescribed oath, to be called to act as a SikaoTris. SikaoTali,
judges or jurymen, was the official name by which they were addressed, but they
really formed a committee of the Assembly, and often were addressed as “Men of
Athens.” Divisions into courts were made. Like the English word ‘court,’
SikaoTtripiov may mean a judicial body as well as the place where such a body sits in
judgment. Generally a court was composed of five hundred jurymen, but sometimes
of less, as of two or four hundred; sometimes two or more courts of five hundred sat
as one, but seldom if ever did the whole six thousand sit as one court. The even
numbers, 200, 500, 1000, etc., were habitually increased by one, in order to avoid a
tie vote.

49. On days appointed for holding court, each division was assigned by lot to one of
the places used as court-rooms, and there tried the suit appointed for that time and
place. Ingenious devices were used that no suitor might know beforehand which court
was to try his case, and so be able privately to influence the judges. Each juryman
received as the badge of his office a staff (Baktnpia) corresponding in color to a sign
over the door of his court. He also received a ticket (ouuBolov), by showing which
he secured his fee after his day’s service. A fee of one obol for every day’s session
was introduced by Pericles, and afterwards trebled by Cleon.

50. The most general term to designate an action at law is 8fkn; though the same
word also has the narrower meaning of a private suit. According as the complaint
preferred involved the rights of individuals or of the whole state, 8ikat in the wider
sense were subdivided into (1) 8ikat in the narrower sense, private suits, and (2)
ypagal, public suits.

51. In the ordinary course of procedure, every plaintiff was required to present his
charge (ypa@r}) in writing to the particular magistrate whose department included the
matters involved. The first archon, called &pxewov par excellence, dealt especially with

charges involving family rights and inheritance; the second archon, called &pxcov

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Baothets, dealt with charges involving the regulations and requirements of religion
and public worship; the third archon, called ToAéuapyxos, dealt with most cases
involving foreign-residents (pétowkor) and foreigners; the remaining six archons,
called the Thesmothetae, dealt with most cases not specially assigned to the first
three.

52. The accusation was made in the presence of the accused, who had previously
been served with notice to appear. Legal notice required the presence of two witnesses
to the summons (xkAntfipes). If the magistrate allowed proceedings in the case, the
terms of accusation were copied and posted in some public place, and at the time of
this publication a day was fixed, on which both parties were bound to appear before
the magistrate for the preliminary investigation (@véxpiots). There the plaintiff’s
charges and the defendant’s answer, both of them presented in writing, were
reaffirmed under oath, and both parties submitted to the magistrate such evidence as
they intended to use. The reaffirmation or confirmation under oath was called
Siwonooia, sometimes &vtwuooia. The evidence submitted consisted in citations
from the laws, documentary evidence of various kinds, the depositions of witnesses,
and particularly any testimony given under torture (Bdoavos) by slaves, which had
been taken and written down in the presence of witnesses. The magistrate fixed his
official seal upon all the documents thus submitted, and took charge of them against
the day when the case was to be tried. The person charged with an offense was not
arrested and put in prison unless he was taken in the very act of crime. Strong efforts
were made to settle mere disputes by arbitration.

53. On the day (1} kupia) when a court was to sit upon any case, the magistrate who
had presided over the preliminary investigation proceeded to the appointed court-
room, where he met the Bikaotal assigned by lot (¢mkekAnpwpévol) to the case.
Both parties to the suit, having been previously notified, were required to put in an
appearance; if either were absent, the case went by default (8ikn &prjun) against him.
Proceedings in court were opened by some religious ceremony; then the clerk
(YpauuaTéus) read aloud the written accusation and the reply, and finally the parties
to the suit were successively called to state their case. This was the opening of the
case (eloaywy) Tijs dikns) by the magistrate (eicaycwyeUs). Only one day was
allowed for the trial of even a capital case (4p. 37a); whether two or three
unimportant cases, in which the litigants were allowed less time for their speeches,

were ever tried by the same court on the same day, is uncertain.
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54. The law required that every man should conduct his own case in person, and
hence those who were not themselves skillful pleaders often induced others to write
for them speeches which they should pronounce. Still, the law permitted a man to
appear in court accompanied by advocates (ouvijyopot), who came as his friends,
and therefore were not supposed to be paid for their trouble. Sometimes, after a short
speech from the principal, the most important part of his plea was made by one of his
advocates; e.g. Demosthenes’s speech On the Crown was made by him as Ctesiphon’s
advocate. The water-clock (kAéyudpa sometimes called simply T6 UBcop) was used
to measure the time allotted to each for pleading before the court. When called for,
the written documents offered in evidence were read by the clerk, and meanwhile the
flow of water was stopped. By way of precaution, the witnesses whose depositions
were read were required to be present in court and acknowledge their testimony; but
no opportunity was given for cross-examination. While making his plea a man was
protected by law from interruption by his opponent, and the law required his opponent
to answer his questions. Such an examination occupied part of the time allotted for
the speech. The opponent was not put under oath for this examination, and was not
liable to punishment for false statements. The jurymen might interrupt the speaker if
in their opinion he was off the point, or if they required fuller explanation on any
point, but the extant orations do not show that the judges often did so interrupt the
speaker. The presiding magistrate acted simply as a chairman; he did not interpret the
law, or even call attention to any misstatements of it. Indeed, Socrates does not appeal
to the presiding officer of the court to maintain order, but asks the jurymen not to
make a disturbance. In an Athenian court, equity was much more important than
justice; harmony with the letter of the law was insufficient to win a case. Of course,
frequent attempts were made to prejudice the jurymen instead of enlightening them,
and nothing was commoner than to make appeal to their sympathies. A defendant
often appeared in court with his wife and children, or with infirm and helpless
parents, and sometimes with friends of great popularity or of high character; he
depended upon these to act as his intercessors with the court. Such practices, though
manifestly tending to disarm the severity of the law and to defeat the ends of justice
for which the court was organized, seem not to have been prohibited in any court
except that of Areopagus.

No witnesses seem to be introduced in the Apology. Possibly the testimony of

Chaerephon’s brother was read after Ap. 21a; but if this was done, then the opening of
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the following paragraph has been adapted to the form of Socrates’s preceding words
and not to the testimony.

55. When the pleas had been made, the jurymen proceeded to decision by a secret
vote. In public suits, in general, only one speech was allowed to the plaintiff, and one
to the defendant. In private suits, two were allowed to each. The jurors generally
voted with bronze disks with axles either solid (to denote acquittal) or perforated (to
denote condemnation). These were called yiipou. If the vote was a tie, the case went
in favor of the defendant; and, in a public suit, if less than one-fifth of the votes were
for the plaintiff, he was fined (1000 drachmas) and also debarred from ever again
acting as plaintiff in a similar suit. In such a case also the plaintiff incurred both these
penalties if, without good and sufficient excuse, he failed to appear in court, and thus
by his own acts allowed that his case was bad. If the defendant failed to appear, the
case went against him by default (see on éprjunv katnyopoivTes, Ap. 18c), and he
was pronounced guilty in contumaciam. In most private suits, the plaintiff, under
similar circumstances, forfeited one sixth of the sum which he claimed; this forfeiture
was called émeoBelia, one obol for every drachma.

56. Actions were divided into (1) &yéves TwunToi, in which, if it decided against
the defendant, the court had still to determine the degree of punishment to be inflicted
(tiunua), because no penalty was fixed by law; and (2) aydves atiunTol, in which,
after deciding against the defendant, the court had no further decision to make,
because the penalty was fixed by law. In cases of the former kind, if they were public
suits—like the ypagn &oePeias brought against Socrates—the accuser proposed the
penalty which he considered adequate, and the accused, if convicted, might make a
counterproposition. Probably the judges were not confined to a choice between these
two propositions, but could, if they saw fit, impose a third penalty, between the two.

57. The ordinary penalties imposed on citizens for crimes against the state were
death, exile, loss of rights of citizenship (&Twia), confiscation of property, and fines.
All these are summed up in the formula i xpn Tabeiv §j dwoteioar, what must he
suffer or pay for his offense. Imprisonment was comparatively little used by way of
punishment. In case the convicted defendant was not an Athenian by birth, he might
be sold into slavery.

The commission which had general oversight of all prisons and floggings, and
executions generally, was called the Eleven (oi "Ev8eka). Ten men on this board were
chosen by lot every year, one from each of the ten tribes; the eleventh was a scribe,
