Case studies



Greece VS Turkey
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Lotus Case

The Lotus case concerns a criminal trial which was the result of the 2 August
1926 collision between the S.S. Lotus, a French steamer, and the S.S.
Bozkourt, a Turkish steamer, in a region just north of Mytilene (Greece). As a
result of the accident, eight Turkish nationals aboard the Bozkourt drowned
when the vessel was torn apart by the Lotus.

Background

 On 7 September 1927 the case was presented before the Permanent
Court of International Justice, the judicial branch of the League of
Nations, the predecessor of the United Nations.

* The issue at stake was Turkey's jurisdiction to try Monsieur Demons, the
French lieutenant on watch duty at the time of the collision. Since the
collision occurred on the high seas, France claimed that the state whose
flag the vessel flew had exclusive jurisdiction over the matter. France
proffered case law, through which it attempted to show at least state
practice in support of its position. However, those cases involved shigs
that both flew the flag of the same state. The Court, therefore, by a bare
majority, rejected France's position stating that there was no rule to that
effect in international law.



The Lotus principle

* The Lotus principle or Lotus approach, usually considered a foundation of
international law, says that sovereign states may act in any way they wish
so long as they do not contravene an explicit prohibition. The application of
this principle —an outgrowth of the Lotus case — to future incidents raising
the issue of jurisdiction over people on the high seas was changed by
article 11 of the 1958 High Seas Convention. The convention, held in
Geneva, laid emphasis on the fact that onl}(]the flag state or the state of
which the alleged offender was a national had jurisdiction over sailors
regarding incidents occurring in high seas.

* This "flag-State principle" has since been also been implemented in United
Nations Convention on the Law Of the Sea ﬁUNCLOS), e.g. in article 92 and,
in regards to enforcement of environmental legislation, article 217(1).

* The principle has also been used in arguments against the reasons of the
United States of America for opposing the existence of the International
Criminal Court (ICC).



The S.S. Lotus- Ratio decidendi

* International law governs relations between
independent States. The rules of law binding
upon States therefore emanate from their own
free will as expressed in conventions or by
usages generally accepted as expressing
principles of law and established in order to
regulate the relations between these co-
existing independent communities or with a
view to the achievement of common aims.
Restrictions upon the independence of States
cannot therefore be presumed.



* [45] Now the first and foremost restriction
imposed by international law upon a State is that
— failing the existence of a permissive rule to the
contrary — it may not exercise its power in any
form in the territory of another State. In this
sense jurisdiction is certainly territorial; it cannot
be exercised by a State outside its territory [p19]
except by virtue of a permissive rule derived
from international custom or from a convention.



* [46] It does not, however, follow that international law prohibits a
State from exercising jurisdiction in its own territory, in respect of any
case which relates to acts which have taken place abroad, and in which
it cannot rely on some permissive rule of international law. Such a
view would only be tenable if international law contained a general
prohibition to States to extend the application of their laws and the
jurisdiction of their courts to persons, property and acts outside their
territory, and if, as an exception to this general prohibition, it allowed
States to do so in certain specific cases. But this is certainly not the
case under international law as it stands at present. Far from laying
down a general prohibition to the effect that States may not extend
the application of their laws and the jurisdiction of their courts to
persons, property and acts outside their territory, it leaves them in this
respect a wide measure of discretion, which is only limited in certain
cases by prohibitive rules; as regards other cases, every State remains
free to adopt the principles which it regards as best and most suitable.



The Corfu Channel Incident

The Corfu Channel Incident consists of three separate events
involving Royal Navy ships in the Channel of Corfu which took place
in 1946, and it is considered an early episode of the Cold War.
During the first incident, Royal Navy ships came under fire from
Albanian fortifications. The second incident involved Royal Navy
ships striking mines and the third incident occurred when the Royal
NavY conducted mine-clearing operations in the Corfu Channel, but
in Albanian territorial waters, and Albania complained about them
to the United Nations.

This series of incidents led to the Corfu Channel case, where the
United Kingdom brought a case against the People's Republic of
Albania to the International Court of Justice. The Court rendered a
decision under which Albania was to pay £844,000 to the United
Kingdom. This is equivalent to £30 million in 2015 terms. Because of
the incidents, Britain, in 1946, broke off talks with Albania aimed at
establishing diplomatic relations between the two countries.
Diplomatic relations were only restored in 1991.



Continental Shelf

(Libyan Arab Jamahiriya/Malta)
Case From ICJ

This case, which was submitted to the Court in 1982 by Special Agreement between
Libya and Malta, related to the delimitation of the areas of continental shelf
appertaining to each of these two States. In support of its argument, Libya relied on
the principle of natural Rrolongatlon and the concept of proportionality. Malta
maintained that States’ rights over areas of continental shelf were now governed by
the concept of distance from the coast, which was held to confer a primacy on the
equidistance method of defining boundaries between areas of continental shelf,
articularly when these quertamed to States lying directly opposite each other, as in
he case of Malta and Libya. The Court found that, in view of developments in the
law relating to the rights of States over areas of continental shelf, there was no reason
to assign a role to geographical or geophysical factors when the distance between the
two States was less than 400 miles (as in the instant case). It also considered that the
equidistance method did not have to be used and was not the only appropriate
delimitation technique. The Court defined a number of equitable principles and
applied them in its Judgment of 3 June 1985, in the light of the relevant
circumstances. It took account of the main features of the coasts, the difference in
their lengths and the distance between them. It took care to avoid any excessive
disproportion between the continental shelf app_ertal_nln? to a State and the length of
its coastline, and adopted the solution of a median line transposed northwards over a
certain distance. In the course of the proceedings, Italy applied for permission to
intervene, claiming that it had an interest of a legal nature under Article 62 of the
Statute. The Court found that the intervention requested by Italy fell, by virtue of its
object, into a cate%ory which — on Italy’s own showing — was one which could not
be accepted, and the Application was accordingly refused.
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
