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Abstract

This paper deals with the complex and multidimensional nature of
resilience, which affects children and their families. In particular
it examines the concept of resilience in relation to the factors and
contexts - family, school, community -which contribute to 1its
promotion and strengthening. Based on the literature review it 1Is
highlighted that resilience is a dynamic, developmental and
interactive process where 1individual characteristics and personal
resources function protectively, interact with specific external
positive factors (e.g. good parenting) and promote the resilience of
individuals. The findings provide useful information for education and
school practice.
