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Abstract

This article aims at interpreting the main characteristics of moral rea-
soning and moral judgment in children and adolescents with high func-
tioning autism (HFA) or Asperger syndrome (AS). More specifically, we
aim to examine how deficits in empathy and Theory of Mind (ToM) in
individuals with HFA / AS affect children’s moral reasoning and moral
judgment. Although the research findings are not consistent, it appears
that these individuals have a lower level of moral reasoning. However,
even when children’s responses in research tasks matched those of the
neurotypical (NT) participants, their moral judgement was not as sophis-
ticated as the control group. Furthermore, the participants with HFA/ AS
were more strict in their moral judgment, especially regarding inappro-
priate behavior. For example, they were unable to differentiate between
purposeful harm and accidental harm.

/AS is through specific intervention programs in schools which will teach
children the necessary skills and abilities in order to achieve a more ad-
vanced level of moral reasoning.
