The museum as a transition space for the children with special needs

The museum can act as a transition or a 'third space’, specifically beneficial
for the development of the children, different from school and home. This
element can be articulated by the notions of heterotopia by Foucault and
constant becoming by Deleuze, as they pinpoint the interrefation of the visitor
with the multiple roles and spaces of the museum. This presentation discusses
examples of museum practices in Great Britain, specifically case studies of
museum learning with children with special needs. According te interviews with
museum staff, the modern museum is exploring new models to involve and
create relations with children with physical and mental differences. Museum
can become for this group the space with benefits in their personal and social
development.
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
