Cuarkorneke: In 1888-1889, during the large-scale excavations of the Acropolis, the toundations of a build-
ing were discovered betweg; = s_west of the Parthenon and the shrine of Artemis Brauronia.
W. Dérpfeld immediately identitied this building as the Chalkotheke,

No literary references to the Chalkotheke have been preserved; the inscription /. G. 11? 120 shows, however,

that_it_was an important building. This inscription records the ‘decision made in 35372 B.C. to make an
—

inventory of the objects stored in the Chalkotheke and to inscribe the inventory on a stone stele to be set up in
front ot the Chalkotheke. Some of the objccts listed are shiclds, breastplates, greaves, cauldrons, bronze plagucs,
bronze brazicrs, bronze mixing bowls for wine, bronze incense burners, kadiskoi ctc. Another inscription
pertaining to the Chalkotheke is an opisthographic stele /. G. 112 1438 to which E. Schweigert has added a
new tragment found on the north side ot the Acropolis (Flesperia 7, 1938, pp. 281-289).

A few poros blocks of the foundations and beddings in the rock Hoor are all that remain of the building, fig. 259.
In 1938 G. P. Stevens did a little excavating and ascertained that the Chalkotheke had been a large oblong

hall, 43 m. x 14 m., to which a Doric colonnade had later been added. According to Stevens, the first phase of

the building should be dated 1o about the mid-5th century B.C. and the colognade is carly 4th cearury B.C.,
